Statement of Financial Activities

When we receive donations from visitors to our towers, we are accepting the money on behalf of the churches concerned.  We have to account to the churches for their donations and anything we feel we may spend out of those donations on behalf of the churches.

The money belonging to our two churches and to our Society may be seen as columns on the left hand side of the Statement of Financial Activities (or SOFA).

The total of those three columns may be seen on the right hand side, together with the corresponding amounts for the previous year.  Those two columns show that our income as a society is similar to the previous year, but that our expenditure overall has increased by about £400.  Our surplus for 2009 is £22, and our cash in hand stands at over £2,000.

The Ringers Fund shows the money belonging to our society.  This year, as usual, most of our income came from the part of wedding income we kept back, £443, £23 per wedding.  Our biggest expense was £200 to the ODG Bell Fund.

The St Helens Fund income comes from visitors and peal fees, £264, but we spent £54 of this on the insurance of the St Helens handbells and £140 on the plaque commemorating the new bells.  This left a surplus of £70 contributing to the balance on the fund of £737 belonging to St Helens.

The St Nicolas fund had income from visitors of £31, which was added to the £223 already in the fund.  However we paid £285 for splicing terylene tops on the St Nicolas ropes, leaving a deficit on the St Nicolas fund which will no doubt be paid from visitors’ donations in 2010.

The detail on the three funds may be seen most easily in the Alternative Presentation of the accounts.

I recommend that we make a similar donation to last year, £200 to the Oxford Diocesan Bell Fund.  They were very generous when we needed help to pay for our lovely new bells.
