Commentary

Statement of Financial Activities

When we receive donations from visitors to our towers, we are accepting the money on behalf of the churches concerned.  We have to account to the churches for their donations and anything we feel we may spend out of those donations on behalf of the churches.

The money belonging to our two churches and to our Society may be seen as columns on the left hand side of the Statement of Financial Activities (or SOFA).

The total of those three columns may be seen on the right hand side, together with the corresponding amounts for the previous years.  Those two columns show that both our income and our costs as a society were lower than the previous year.  Our surplus for 2015 was £517 (2014 surplus £264), and our net current assets stand at £4,050 (2014 £3,533).  However this doesn’t tell us much.  We need to investigate the accounts one fund at a time, which may be seen most effectively in the Alternative Presentation of the accounts.

Alternative Presentation of Accounts

The St Helens Fund income comes from visitors and peal fees, £411 (2014 £385), but we spent £123 of this on the insurance of the St Helens handbells and on some bits and pieces for the tower leaving a surplus of £288 (2014 surplus £211) contributing to the balance on the fund of £1,866 (2014, £1,578) belonging to St Helens.  I propose that we should pay this money to the church for the Bell Fund so that the maximum can be obtained in interest on the money.
The St Nicolas fund had income from visitors and peal fees of £54 (2014 £28), which increased the balance in the fund to £278 (2014: £224).  

The General (or Ringers) Fund shows the money belonging to our society.  This year, as usual, most of our income came from the part of wedding income we keep back.  But there were far fewer weddings than in previous years (2015: 9, 2014: 16 weddings).  The surplus on weddings was £202 (2014 £402), on average £22 (2014: £25) per wedding.  

In 2015 we held one ART course at Longcot (2014: 2 courses at Abingdon), teaching new teachers of bell ringing.  We made a small deficit, £14 (2014: surplus £77) on this course.
In 2015 we voted a £200 donation to the Radley appeal, but our donation was returned because they had already reached their target.

Overall the General (or Ringers) Fund had a surplus of £175 (2014 surplus £25) in the year and brought the fund total to £1,905 (2014: £1,730).
