Commentary

Statement of Financial Activities

For some time I have known that if someone gives a donation to the tower, that money belongs to the church and should be in the church Bell Fund.  The Bell Fund may only be spent on the repair and renewal of the church bells and their fittings.  But additionally, the church as a charity can reclaim the income tax paid by the donors (Gift Aid), whilst we as a tower cannot.

Equally, I have known that if the church spends money on repairing the bells or fittings, the church can reclaim the VAT part of the cost. But we as a tower cannot.  

So this year I decided that all donations to the tower would from now on be paid into the church for the Bell Fund, and all bills for bell repair will be paid by the church.  I paid the churches the outstanding amounts from our St Helens and St Nicolas Funds, so now all the money in our tower bell fund belong to us, the Abingdon Society of Bell Ringers.  The columns for them remain in our accounts but have zero balances.  The corresponding amounts on the right hand side for the previous year include some amounts due to the churches.

Both our income and our costs as a society were lower than the previous year.  Our deficit for 2018 was £98 (2017 deficit £24), and our net current assets stood at £1,907 (2017 £3,139).  Our net assets were lower than expected because in 2018 we handed over the content of the St Helen fund, £1,102, to St Helen’s church.  

The figures are analysed most effectively in the Alternative Presentation of the accounts.

Alternative Presentation of Accounts

The St Helens Fund and St Nicolas Fund are included for the sake of completion but show no income or expenditure as explained above.

The General (or Ringers) Fund shows the money belonging to our society.  This year, as usual, most of our income came from the part of wedding income we keep back.  The number of weddings seems to be on the low side (2018: 8, 2017: 8, 2016: 15, 2016: 9, weddings).  The surplus on weddings was £198 (2017 £200), on average £25 (2016: £26) per wedding.  But we have persuaded the DCC that we should increase our wedding fees closer to those in Oxford.
We aim to break even on our handbell tune ringing and were more successful in 2018 with a surplus of £63 (2017 deficit of £94; 2016 deficit £23).

Overall the General (or Ringers) Fund had a deficit of £98 (2017 deficit £146, 2016 surplus £246) in the year and brought the fund total down to £1,907 (2017: £2,005).
